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Executive Policy and Standards Committee Charter 

CHARGE

The University Policy & Standards Program is responsible for maintaining the University Policy and Standards Manual (UPSM) for Oregon State University. The UPSM contains university-level policies and standards that govern conduct across the university community. The Executive Policy & Standards Committee (EPSC) serves as the university body that promulgates policy and advises the President on amendments to the UPSM.

EPSC Responsibilities:

· Advises and makes recommendations to the president about UPSM amendments.
· Evaluates the effectiveness of University Policies and Standards.
· Oversees Policy Program administration and the university’s policymaking activities.

PROCESS

The University Policy & Standards Program manages the university’s policy development process in collaboration with Responsible Executives and their Responsible Offices. Amendments to the UPSM may involve adopting, revising, or retiring university policies or standards.

Before reaching the EPSC, proposed amendments undergo review by the Policy Advisory Group, the Office of the General Counsel, the Office of Audit, Risk and Compliance, and other stakeholders.

The EPSC may:

· Endorse forwarding proposed amendments to the President for approval.
· Recommend revisions or additional actions.
· Recommend rejecting amendments.

The EPSC may also request further information, analysis, or input from subject-matter experts before making a final recommendation. Endorsements may occur in person or in writing. All members must participate in decisions. Recommendations are forwarded to the president for adoption when at least three of five members support the amendment.
	




MEETING FREQUENCY

The EPSC meets in person at least once annually and may conduct business electronically as needed.

OPERATIONS

The University Policy & Standards Specialist provides administrative support and manages EPSC operations.
